ALL PLAYERS ARE REQUIRED TO COMPLY WITH THE DRESS CODE OF THE MSDA. COLLARED SHIRT- ENCLOSED FOOTWEAR NEAT CASUAL ATTIRE
Failure to comply may result in the forfeiting of matches and or disqualification.
      ELIGIBILITY

1. Qualifying is open and membership is not required to enter qualifying.  (Membership will be required once a player is successful in qualifying for a division if they are not already a member).
2. Entry fee of $20 must be paid by 7.30pm on the registration/qualifying night or before.

3. Current players only need to register and are not required to play. However, historical averages will be used to determine division rankings. i.e past season average.

QUALIFYING
Qualifying will be conducted in two stages.

STAGE 1

· New players will be required to play a 30-leg qualifying session, played as 3x10 leg sets to record an average. This can be over two consecutive weeks commencing on the registration night.

· These will be played against the DartConnect program set on a level appropriate to the players ability. The DartConnect level can be adjusted set by set as deemed necessary based on the result at the completion of each set.

· Players will be ranked based on this average.
· Past players who have not played in the previous 12 months will play as per the “New players” rule above.
· Past players who have played Premier League in the past 12months will be ranked based on their highest previous season average and are eligible under stage 2.
STAGE 2
· At the completion of stage 1 all players will be ranked accordingly by average.
· Current players who may be relegated outside the top 32 positions will now have the option to throw a 3x10 leg sets over the next two consecutive weeks, as per the new player rule, to regain a spot by attaining an average that places them back inside the top 32.
At the completion of these 2 stages all positions are final.

QUALIFYING cont-
4. Once entered, players are committing to play the season regardless of the division they qualify for. Failure to comply will result in a suspension for a period 12 months (2 seasons).

5. In the event of a withdrawal for the coming season of a player for a valid reason, players who played the qualifying but were unsuccessful will be invited to play based on the highest average first.
EXCEPTIONAL CIRCUMSTANCES
Where there are less than the required 32 players to form 4 divisions, additional players, who did not play the qualifying, may be invited to make up the numbers to form a full division prior to the season commencing. Their acceptance is at the discretion of those players who played the qualifying and are already forming that division.  Invitees can be for any division at the contest director’s discretion.  This may cause some players to change divisions and is subject to acceptance by all affected persons.
Players who successfully qualify will be ranked by averages.

The season match schedule/fixture will be generated using the “DartConnect” season generator platform.

SEASON FORMAT

The MSDA Premier League is based on the format previously used by the PDC Premier League.
The Premier League now uses “DartConnect” and all players will be registered on this platform. Applicable fees are paid from the $20 registration fee with no addition cost incurred.
Each Division will comprise of 8 players as per the standings at the completion of the qualifying based on averages.
· The season will be played as a home and away format with each player meeting twice during the season. The player listed first on the fixture shall commence the match with alternating leg start and played straight through.

· Each player will be scheduled to play a double header once in each half of the season.
· Scheduling may be changed as needed to allow for flexibility where required.
· At the completion of week 12, any un-played matches due to an absentee will result in an 8-0 win to the opponent. Plus, a 2-point deduction against the absentee and final positions adjusted accordingly.
· Each match will be played as follows.
· Division 1 - Best of 14 legs 501

· Division 2 - Best of 14 legs 501

· Division 3 - Best of 12 legs 501

· Division 4 - Best of 12 legs 501

· Division 5 - Best of 12 legs 501 and all subsequent divisions
· A weekly fee of $10 per match is applicable totaling $140 for the season and is to be paid in full by round 7 if possible. If you are not financial by round 12, you will not be able to play in finals.
· If any player has money still owing by the finals. Any prize money due may be withheld to pay those outstanding fees. If there are still fees outstanding, then that player will be deemed un-financial and will not be eligible to play in any MSDA competitions. Suspensions from the premier league will only apply once the player’s debt has been paid.  (Suspension Period 12 Months).
· Players who are unable to attend any night are required to notify their Division Coordinator or the Contest Director prior to the night of play. All players will receive contact details on the first night of play. Notification of any known absences need to be given to your Division Coordinator or the Contest Director as early as possible.
· Un-played matches due to absences may be played by arrangement on any available club night or by way of an extra game on any match night.
· Rounds may be exchanged where a player will be absent for their double header week.
· All unscheduled matches must have official scorers present.  DartConnect must be used to record all matches.
SEASON FORMAT –continued

The Contest Director and division coordinators at their discretion may, at the completion of the final round.
· Omit any un-played matches that will not affect the finishing order.
· Relegate a player, due to persistent and or consecutive unknown absences that occur 
· Due to postponed rounds or the venue being unavailable the season may extend beyond the schedule dates.
· Bad sportsmanship, such as throwing darts in anger/abusive language etc will not be tolerated.
· 1st Offence – warning

· 2nd Offence – loss of leg

· 3rd Offence – loss of match
· Also applies to qualifying matches.
Matches will be scored, and scores recorded as follows.

Win = 2 points
Draw = 1 point 
Loss = 0 points 
plus legs for and against.

Each division will play over two boards.

· Players who continually fail to score/chalk may incur a 2 point penalty.

· Scorers may change over after 5 or 6 legs.
· Players with multiple absences will be asked to score extra games to make up for their absences.

All players must do their share!

FINALS FORMAT

At the completion of the home and away season, the finals will be played as follows;

· All players must be in attendance.
· Players who fail to attend the finals will incur a $60 fine unless they arrange for a substitute scorer.

· 1st versus 4th 

2nd versus 3rd 
 Winners advance to the final.
· Semi Finals: The higher ranked player will start the match.
· Finals: Start will be decided by bull shot as per PDC rules ie bull or 25.
· Each match will be played straight through (no tie breakers)

· Losers of the semifinals will be placed according to their finishing position at the end of the home and away season. E.g. Highest placed losing player placed 3rd other losing player placed 4th and paid accordingly.
· Players 5th & 6th to score 1st semi

· Players 7th & 8th to score 2nd semi

· Semifinal losers to score and chalk the final
· Players who fail to comply will incur a $60 fine.

· Division 1 - Best of 15 legs 501

· Division 2 - Best of 15 legs 501

· Division 3 - Best of 15 legs 501

· Division 4 - Best of 15 legs 501

· Division 5 - Best of 13 legs 501 and all subsequent divisions
· Final to be played as follows.
· Division 1 - Best of 19 legs 501

· Division 2 - Best of 17 legs 501

· Division 3 - Best of 15 legs 501

· Division 4 - Best of 15 legs 501

· Division 5 - Best of 13 legs 501 and all subsequent divisions
PAYOUT TABLE

Each division will appoint one coordinator to collect money and oversee scheduled matches. Money collected each night needs to be recorded in the ‘payment record’ table (in this rule book) and handed to the contest director or other nominated person, who will then initial the payment table accepting responsibility for receipt of money.
The season payout table as shown shall be used for each division.

8 Players x $10 per match x 14 matches = $1120.00 + minimum of $80 per division from qualifying entries = $1200 total pool per division.
